Flanked by rugged hills and ridges, Alice Springs is the gateway to Central Australia and the 
Outback. Spectacular Uluru awaits with its amazing colours. Explore its vast base and 
discover ancient Indigenous art and learn about the waterholes that bring life to the 
surrounding desert. Learn about one of the oldest cultures in the world with a visit to the Uluru 
and Kata Tjuta cultural centre. In the evening, enjoy a breathtaking sunset over Uluru with a 
glass of sparkling wine.

Day 2 – Kata Tjut a to Kings Canyon Region
